Svetovna vojna 1914-1918 je v spopad vpletla kar
36 drzav, pripadnike Stevilnih narodov, jezikov in
veroizpovedi. Krvavi boji ob Soci (1915-1917) so
tako nosili ve¢nacionalni in vecverski pecat. Med
Stevilnimi vojaki avstro-ogrske in italijanske
armade so bili zastopani tudi Judje.

Na binkostno nedeljo, 23. maja 1915, je Italija
nekdanji zaveznici napovedala vojno in italijanske
cete so prekoracile drzavno mejo z Avstro-
Ogrsko. Vzpostavila se je Seststo kilometrov
dolga frontna ¢rta od avstrijsko-italijansko-
$vicarske tromeje pri gori Ortler do Jadrana. Njen
najjuznejsi in za ofenzivne akcije najprimernejsi
del se je po reki So¢iimenoval soska fronta.

Po vojaskih statistikah in ocenah naj bi med prvo
svetovno vojno padlo okrog 40.000 judovskih
vojakov, od tega okoli tiso¢ c¢astnikov. Koliko jih
je umrlo na soski fronti, lahko zaenkrat le
ugibamo. Ta razstava je poskus predstavitve
judovskih vojakov avstro-ogrske vojske, ki so se
med prvo svetovno vojno borili na slovenskih
tleh.

The Great War of 1914-1918 sent into combat as
many as 36 countries, people of various nations,
languages and religious persuasions. The blood-
splattering battles at the Isonzo/Soca River
(1915-1917) thus had a multiethnic and multi-
religious character. Jews, too, were among the
numerous soldiers of the Austro-Hungarian and
Italian armies.

On Whitsunday of May 23, 1915, Italy declared
war on its former ally, and Italian troops crossed
the state border with Austria-Hungary. A 600-
kilometer-long front line was drawn, stretching
from the Austrian, Italian and Swiss tripoint at
Mount Ortler down to the Adriatic. The
southernmost part, most appropriate for offensive
actions, was named the Isonzo Front, after the
Isonzo River.

According to military statistics and estimates, about
40,000 Jewish soldiers fell in action during the First
World War, including about one thousand officers.
For the time being, we can only guess how many of
them died on the Isonzo Front. This exhibition is
an attempt to present the Jewish soldiers of the
Austro-Hungarian Army who fought on Slovenian
soil during the First World War.
